Description


In order to share your summer reading books and identify examples of literary terms, you will form groups based upon the books you have read.  In those groups, you will create a presentation to be given to the entire class.  Group members will present examples of literary terms such as types of characters, setting, conflict, and plot.  You will also include the theme of your book and a discussion about how that theme relates to the characters and setting.  You are expected to utilize technology for your presentation with a program such as Microsoft PowerPoint.  Alternative project ideas are encouraged, but you must get explicit approval from your teacher.

The presentation should be 3-5 minutes in length.  Each group member must be a part of the planning and presentation.

Determine a theme or central idea of a text
Present information such that listeners can follow the line of reasoning and the organization

Use digital media to express information and enhance understanding of presentations

Skills and Knowledge
Content:

For this project, you must include definitions and examples of several literary terms that you have identified in your text. These literary terms include the following:
	Protagonist
	The main character in a story

	Antagonist
	The character or force opposed to the main character

	Setting
	The time and place of a story

	Conflict
	The internal or external struggle a character must face

	Exposition
	The introduction of the story, introduces characters, setting, conflict

	Rising Action
	The complications a character faces before solving the conflict

	Climax
	The high point in the action or suspense

	Falling Action
	Characters understand the results of the conflict

	Resolution
	The characters realize change and learn lesson 

	Theme
	The universal lesson of a story


Organization:

You will also need to demonstrate organization in your presentation including a clear introduction and conclusion.

Style:

You must demonstrate good presentation skills such as speaking clearly, using purposeful intonation, maintaining eye contact, and using appropriate body language.
