Classroom Rules and Expectations:

Homework:

1. Homework will be checked at the beginning of class and is due at this time.  It will be checked for completeness or for a grade; however you will not be told ahead of time how it will be graded. (Do your homework!)
2. Late homework is accepted for assignments that we do not go over in class; however typically for a reduced grade.  If we go over the answers in class, that particular assignment will not be accepted late.
3. If you are having problems with the homework come and see me for help; do not copy someone else’s work.  Homework is meant to be challenging to help you learn and to reinforce concepts.  Anyone caught copying and/or providing work to be copied will receive a zero on that assignment and the district academic policy will be enforced.
Tests and Quizzes:

1. Quizzes will be announced and unannounced depending on the circumstance to see where students’ understanding is on the material.

2. Tests will always be announced several days in advance and we will have some type of review to help you prepare.

3. There are no test retakes, so prepare accordingly for the test.

4. If you earn an 80% or higher on your test you are allowed to drop one homework assignment or quiz grade from that chapter.

Grading Policy:

1. Your grade in this class will come from a combination of homework, notebook checks, quizzes, tests, labs, and projects. 

2. Your grade is based on points, and there is no weight for different assignments or tests.

3. The grading scale in class is the same as the district grading policy.

Absences:

1. Students will have the regular time allotted to make up work, according to school policy based on how many days were missed.

2. It is your responsibility to find out what you missed in class while you were gone and to turn in assignments in the allowed time.

3. Depending on the lab, not all of them can be made up for a grade.  In this case you will be exempted from the lab and it will not penalize you; however you are responsible for the concepts developed in the lab.  Feel free to come in and discuss the lab with me, or your lab partner.
